A few more datapoints: I ran NetBSD on a pc532 (NS32532) with 8MB of RAM, but that was
text-only, via serial ports. I also ran FreeBSD on a 386DX with 16MB of RAM (I think - it may have
been 64MB), running X11, Emacs, Apache and MySql relatively smoothly.

So, by picking the "right" version of an OS, it should be possible get something running well on the
CB030 with a smallish amount of RAM.
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
